Welcome to St. John’s Chapel!

We are glad that you are worshipping with us this
morning and pray that your experience here is a
blessing to you. If you are a visitor, please fill out a
Connection Card (pew rack) and place it in the
offering plate or hand it to an usher.

We are in Ordinary Time and the liturgical color for
this part of the year is green. Green really fits this
season because it is all about growth in the Spirit and
being nurtured. It is the kind of growth and nurturing
that creates abundant fruit. In fact, in St. Paul’s
Letter to the Galatians, Paul tells us that if we
welcome the presence of the Holy Spirit within us, then
the Spirit will produce fruit in us. “The fruit of the
Spirit,” he says, “is love, joy, peace, patience,
kindness, generosity, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-
control” (Gal. 5:22-23). Through baptism, these
virtues, these gifts of the Spirit, are planted in our soul.
It is during this season of Ordinary Time that we work
on cultivating the gifts of the Spirit.

And the
second is like unto it; Thou shalt love thy
neighbour as thyself. On these two
commandments hang all the Law and the
Prophets.

OLD TESTAMENT LESSON: Micah 6:1-8

Reader: A reading from the 6™ chapter of the Book
of Micah, beginning at the 1* verse.

Hear ye now what the Lord saith; Arise, contend
thou before the mountains, and let the hills hear
thy voice.

Hear ye, O mountains, the Lord’s controversy, and
ye strong foundations of the earth: for

the Lord hath a controversy with his people, and
he will plead with Israel.

O my people, what have I done unto thee? and
wherein have I wearied thee? testify against me.
For I brought thee up out of the land of Egypt, and
redeemed thee out of the house of servants; and I
sent before thee Moses, Aaron, and Miriam.

O my people, remember now what Balak king of
Moab consulted, and what Balaam the son of Beor
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answered him from Shittim unto Gilgal; that ye
may know the righteousness of the Lord.
Wherewith shall I come before the Lord, and bow
myself before the high God? shall I come before
him with burnt offerings, with calves of a year old?
Will the Lord be pleased with thousands of rams,
or with ten thousands of rivers of 0il? shall I give
my firstborn for my transgression, the fruit of my
body for the sin of my soul?

He hath shewed thee, O man, what is good; and
what doth the Lord require of thee, but to do justly,
and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with thy
God?

Reader: Here endeth the Old Testament Lesson.

Then shall follow a Portion of the Psalms. And at the
end of the Psalm, shall be sung or said the Gloria
Patri. Stand as able

Reader: We will read Psalm 105 responsively by
the whole verse.

1 Give thanks unto the LORD, and call upon his
Name; * tell the people what things he hath done.
2 O let your songs be of him, and praise him; * and let
your talking be of all his wondrous works.

3 Rejoice in his holy Name; * let the heart of them
rejoice that seek the LORD.

4 Seek the LORD and his strength; * seek his face
evermore.

5 Remember the marvellous works that he hath
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done; * his wonders, and the judgments of his
mouth;

6 O ye seed of Abraham his servant, * ye children of
Jacob his chosen.

7 He is the LORD our God; * his judgments are in
all the world..

THE EPISTLE: Galatians 5:16-24

Reader: A reading of the 5" chapter of the book of
Galatians, beginning at the 16™ verse.

I say then, walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil
the lust of the flesh. For the flesh lusteth against
the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and
these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye
cannot do the things that ye would. But if ye be led
of the Spirit, ye are not under the law. Now the
works of the flesh are manifest, which are these;
Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness,
idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations,
wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, envyings,
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murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of
the which I tell you before, as I have also told you
in time past, that they which do such things shall
not inherit the kingdom of God. But the fruit of the
Spirit is love, joy, peace, long-suffering, gentleness,
goodness, faith, meekness, temperance: against
such there is no law. And they that are Christ's
have crucified the flesh with the affections and
lusts.

THE GOSPEL: St. Luke 16:1-13
All standing as able

Priest The Holy Gospel is written in the 16™
chapter of St. Luke, beginning at the 1* verse.

GLQRIA TIBI Gllory be Ito thee, O Lord
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And Jesus said also unto his disciples, There was a
certain rich man, which had a steward; and the
same was accused unto him that he had wasted his
goods. And he called him, and said unto him, How
is it that I hear this of thee? give an account of thy
stewardship; for thou mayest be no longer steward.
Then the steward said within himself, What shall I
do? for my lord taketh away from me the
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stewardship: I cannot dig; to beg I am ashamed.

I am resolved what to do, that, when I am put out
of the stewardship, they may receive me into their
houses. So he called every one of his lord’s debtors
unto him, and said unto the first, How much owest
thou unto my lord? And he said, An hundred
measures of oil. And he said unto him, Take thy
bill, and sit down quickly, and write fifty.

Then said he to another, And how much owest
thou? And he said, An hundred measures of wheat.
And he said unto him, Take thy bill, and write
fourscore. And the lord commended the unjust
steward, because he had done wisely: for the
children of this world are in their generation wiser
than the children of light. And I say unto you,
Make to yourselves friends of the mammon of
unrighteousness; that, when ye fail, they may
receive you into everlasting habitations.

He that is faithful in that which is least is faithful
also in much: and he that is unjust in the least is
unjust also in much. If therefore ye have not been
faithful in the unrighteous mammon, who will
commit to your trust the true riches? And if ye
have not been faithful in that which is another
man’s, who shall give you that which is your own?
No servant can serve two masters: for either he
will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will
hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye cannot
serve God and mammon.

make your humble confession to Almighty God,
devoutly kneeling.

Then shall this General Confession be made, by the
Priest (facing the altar) and all those who are minded
to receive the Holy Communion, all humbly kneeling
as able

CONFESSION

Almighty God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, Maker
of all things, Judge of all men; We acknowledge and
bewail our manifold sins and wickedness, which we,
from time to time, most grievously have committed, by
thought, word, and deed, against thy Divine Majesty,
provoking most justly thy wrath and indignation
against us. We do earnestly repent, and are heartily
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sorry for these our misdoings; The remembrance of
them is grievous unto us; The burden of them is
intolerable. Have mercy upon us, have mercy upon us,
most merciful Father; For thy Son our Lord Jesus
Christ’s sake, forgive us all that is past; And grant that
we may ever hereafter Serve and please thee in
newness of life, to the honour and glory of thy Name;
Through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

ABSOLUTION
Then shall the Priest (the Bishop if present) stand up,
and turning to the People, say

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of his
great mercy hath promised forgiveness of sins to
all those who with hearty repentance and true faith
turn unto him; Have mercy upon you; pardon and
deliver you from all your sins; confirm and
strengthen you in all goodness; and bring you to
everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Amen.

Then shall the Priest say
Hear what comfortable words our Saviour Christ
saith unto all who truly turn to him.

Come unto me, all ye that travail and are heavy
laden, and I will refresh you. St. Matthew 11: 28.

For God so loved the world, that he gave his only-
begotten Son, to the end that all that believe in him
should not perish, but have everlasting life. St.
John 3:16.

Hear also what Saint Paul saith.
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This is a true saying, and worthy of all to be
received, That Christ Jesus came into the world to
save sinners. I Timothy 1:15.

Hear also what Saint John saith.

If anyone sin, we have an Advocate with the
Father, Jesus Christ the righteous; and he is the
Propitiation for our sins. St. John 2:1-2.

Communion at St. John’s

All people, including children, seeking a deeper understanding
of God through Christ, are invited to receive Holy
Communion.

Kneeling or standing at the altar rail, simply hold out both
hands to receive the bread. The chalice (cup) will come to you
next. If drinking from the chalice, help guide the chalice to your
lips when it is offered. Alternatively, you may hold the bread
and dip (intinct) it in the wine, being careful not to let the wine
touch your fingers. You may also cross your arms in front of
your chest to receive a blessing by the priest, instead of
receiving the bread and/or the wine. Gluten Free wafers are
available — just ask the priest for one at the rail.

HOLY COMMUNION

After which the Priest shall proceed, saying
THE SURSUM CORDA (people standing as able)

Priest. The Lord be with you.
Answer. And with thy spirit.

Priest. Lift up your hearts.
Answer.  We lift them up unto the Lord.
Priest. Let us give thanks unto our Lord God.

Answer. It is meet and right so to do.
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Then shall the Priest turn to the Holy Table, and say
(people standing as able)

It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that
we should at all times, and in all places, give
thanks unto thee, O Lord, Holy Father, Almighty,
Everlasting God.

Therefore with Angels and Archangels, and with all
the company of heaven, we laud and magnify thy
glorious Name; evermore praising thee, and
saying,

Priest and people standing as able
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The people kneeling as able. When the Priest, standing
before the Holy Table, hath so ordered the Bread and
Wine, that he may with the more readiness and
decency break the Bread before the People, and take
the Cup into his hands, he shall say the Prayer of
Consecration, as followeth

All glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly
Father, for that thou, of thy tender mercy, didst
give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death
upon the Cross for our redemption; who made
there (by his one oblation of himself once offered)
a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and
satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and
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did institute, and in his holy Gospel command us
to continue, a perpetual memory of that his
precious death and sacrifice, until his coming
again:

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took
Bread; and when he had given thanks, he brake it,
and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat, this
is my Body, which is given for you; Do this in
remembrance of me.

Likewise, after supper, he took the Cup; and when
he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying,
Drink ye all of this; for this is my Blood of the New
Testament, which is shed for you, and for many,
for the remission of sins; Do this, as oft as ye shall
drink it, in remembrance of me.

THE OBLATION

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according
to the institution of thy dearly beloved Son our
Saviour Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, do
celebrate and make here before thy Divine
Majesty, with these thy holy gifts, which we now
offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath
commanded us to make; having in remembrance
his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty
resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering
unto thee most hearty thanks for the innumerable
benefits procured unto us by the same.
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THE INVOCATION

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful
Father, to hear us; and, of thy almighty goodness,
vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and
Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of bread
and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy
Son our Saviour Jesus Christ's holy institution, in
remembrance of his death and passion, may be
partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness,
mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to
grant that, by the merits and death of thy Son
Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we,
and all thy whole Church, may obtain remission of
our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And
here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our
selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable,
holy, and living sacrifice unto thee; humbly
beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall
be partakers of this Holy Communion, may
worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood
of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with thy grace and
heavenly benediction, and made one body with
him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him. And
although we are unworthy, through our manifold
sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice; yet we
beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and
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service; not weighing our merits, but pardoning our
offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom,
and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all
honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty,

world without end.
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And now, as our Saviour Christ hath taught us, we
are bold to say,

THE LORD’S PRAYER
Priest and people

Our Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be thy
Name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, On earth
as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread.
And forgive us our trespasses, As we forgive those who
trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation,
But deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and
the power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen.

Then shall the Priest, kneeling down at the Lord's Table,
say [with the people], in the name of all those who shall
receive the Communion, this Prayer following

PRAYER OF HUMBLE ACCESS
Priest and people
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We do not presume to come to this thy Table, O
merciful Lord, trusting in our own righteousness, but
in thy manifold and great mercies. We are not worthy
so much as to gather up the crumbs under thy Table.
But thou art the same Lord, whose property is always
to have mercy: Grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to
eat the flesh of thy dear Son Jesus Christ, and to drink
his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by
his body, and our souls washed through his most
precious blood, and that we may evermore dwell in
him, and he in us. Amen.
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COMMUNION
The priest turns to the people and says

The gifts of God for the people of God.

Then shall the Priest First receive the Holy
Communion in both kinds himself, and proceed to
deliver the same to the Bishops, Priests, and Deacons,
in like manner, (if any be present,) and, after that, to
the People also in order, into their hands, all devoutly
kneeling as able at the altar rail.

Then shall the Priest say, the people kneeling as able,
POST-COMMUNION PRAYER

Let us pray.

Almighty and everliving God, we most heartily thank
thee, for that thou dost vouchsafe to feed us who have
duly received these holy mysteries, with the spiritual
food of the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son
our Saviour Jesus Christ; and dost assure us thereby of
thy favour and goodness towards us; and that we are
very members incorporate in the mystical body of thy
Son, which is the blessed company of all faithful
people; and are also heirs through hope of thy
everlasting kingdom, by the merits of his most
precious death and passion. And we humbly beseech
thee, O heavenly Father, so to assist us with thy grace,
that we may continue in that holy fellowship, and do
all such good works as thou hast prepared for us to
walk in; through Jesus Christ our Lord, to whom, with
thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honour and glory,
world without end. Amen.
