We are glad that you are worshipping with us today and pray
that your experience here is a blessing to you. If you are a
visitor, please fill out a Connection Card (pew rack) and place
it in the offering plate or hand it to an usher. Let this bulletin be
your guide through the service; it includes everything you need.

Maundy, or the Washing of Feet, or Pedelavium, is part of what
is observed on this day. Today, however, we observe the other
meaning of this day, the “mandatum” or “commandment” that
Jesus said in the Upper Room, “A new commandment I give
you, that you love one another; even as I have loved you,...”
We observe it by celebrating the Eucharist together as he did
with his disciples in that Upper Room one last time.

Plan to come back for Good Friday and Easter services.

Throughout the service the People read the words in bold and
italics.

PRELUDE
HYMN 203 My God, thy table now is spread
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COLLECT FOR PURITY

And the Priest, standing reverently before the Holy
Table, shall say the Collect following, the People

kneeling

Almighty God, unto whom all hearts are open, all
desires known, and from whom no secrets are hid;
Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the
inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may
perfectly love thee, and worthily magnify thy holy
Name; through Christ our Lord. Amen.

THE SUMMARY OF THE LAW
Then shall the Priest, turning to the People, shall say

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ saith.

Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy
heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind.
This is the first and great commandment. And the
second is like unto it; Thou shalt love thy
neighbour as thyself. On these two
commandments hang all the Law and the
Prophets.
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COLLECT OF THE DAY

The Priest says to the people

The Lord be with you.
People: And with thy spirit.
Priest: Let us pray.

The people kneeling

Almighty Father, whose dear Son, on the night
before he suffered, did institute the Sacrament of
his Body and Blood; Mercifully grant that we may
thankfully receive the same in remembrance of
him, who in these holy mysteries giveth us a
pledge of life eternal; the same thy Son Jesus
Christ our Lord, who now liveth and reigneth with
thee and the Holy Spirit ever, one God, world
without end. Amen.

The people sit
OLD TESTAMENT LESSON: Jeremiah 31:31-34

Reader: A reading from the 31% chapter of the Book
of Jeremiah, beginning at the 31* verse.



Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, that I will
make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and
with the house of Judah:

Not according to the covenant that I made with
their fathers in the day that I took them by the
hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which
my covenant they brake, although I was an
husband unto them, saith the Lord:

But this shall be the covenant that I will make with
the house of Israel; After those days, saith

the Lord, I will put my law in their inward parts,
and write it in their hearts; and will be their God,
and they shall be my people.

And they shall teach no more every man his
neighbour, and every man his brother, saying,
Know the Lord: for they shall all know me, from
the least of them unto the greatest of them, saith
the Lord: for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will
remember their sin no more.

Reader: Here endeth the Old Testament Lesson.

Then shall follow a Portion of the Psalms. And at the
end of the Psalm, shall be sung or said the Gloria
Patri. Stand as able

PSALM 116 Dilexi, quoniam

Reader: We will read Psalm 116 responsively by
the whole verse.



1 My delight is in the Lord; * because he hath
heard the voice of my prayer;

2 Because he hath inclined his ear unto me; * therefore
will I call upon him as long as I live.

3 The snares of death compassed me round about,
* and the pains of hell gat hold upon me.

4 I found trouble and heaviness; then called I upon the
Name of the Lord; * O Lord, I beseech thee, deliver my
soul.

5 Gracious is the Lord, and righteous; * yea, our
God is merciful.

6 The Lord preserveth the simple: * I was in misery,
and he helped me.

7 Turn again then unto thy rest, O my soul; * for
the Lord hath rewarded thee.

8 And why? thou hast delivered my soul from death, *
mine eyes from tears, and my feet from falling.

9 I will walk before the Lord * in the land of the
living.

10 I believed, and therefore will I speak; but I was
sore troubled: * I said in my haste, All men are liars.

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THE EPISTLE: 1 Corinthians 11:23-26

Reader: A reading of the 11* chapter of Paul’s
First Letter to the Corinthians, beginning at the 23™
verse.

For I have received of the Lord that which also I
delivered unto you, that the Lord Jesus the same
night in which he was betrayed took bread:

And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and
said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken
for you: this do in remembrance of me.

After the same manner also he took the cup, when
he had supped, saying, this cup is the new
testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye
drink it, in remembrance of me.

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this
cup, ye do shew the Lord’s death till he come.

Reader: Here endeth the Epistle.
THE GOSPEL: St. Luke 22:14-27
All standing as able

Priest The Holy Gospel is written in the 22"
chapter of St. Luke, beginning at the 14™ verse.

GLORIA TIBI Glory be to thee, O Lord
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And when the hour was come, he sat down, and
the twelve apostles with him. And he said unto
them, With desire I have desired to eat this
passover with you before I suffer: For I say unto
you, I will not any more eat thereof, until it be
fulfilled in the kingdom of God. And he took the
cup, and gave thanks, and said, Take this, and
divide it among yourselves: For I say unto you, I
will not drink of the fruit of the vine, until the
kingdom of God shall come. And he took bread,
and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them,
saying, This is my body which is given for you: this
do in remembrance of me. Likewise also the cup
after supper, saying, This cup is the new testament

in my blood, which is shed for you. But, behold,
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the hand of him that betrayeth me is with me on
the table. And truly the Son of man goeth, as it was
determined: but woe unto that man by whom he is
betrayed! And they began to enquire among
themselves, which of them it was that should do
this thing.

And there was also a strife among them, which of
them should be accounted the greatest. And he
said unto them, The kings of the Gentiles exercise
lordship over them; and they that exercise
authority upon them are called benefactors. But ye
shall not be so: but he that is greatest among you,
let him be as the younger; and he that is chief, as
he that doth serve. For whether is greater, he that
sitteth at meat, or he that serveth? is not he that
sitteth at meat? but I am among you as he that
serveth.

Priest All things come of thee, O Lord,
People And of thine own have we given thee.

Then shall the Priest, facing the people, say

Ye who do truly and earnestly repent you of your
sins, and are in love and charity with your
neighbours, and intend to lead a new life, following
the commandments of God, and walking from
henceforth in his holy ways; Draw near with faith,
and take this holy Sacrament to your comfort; and
make your humble confession to Almighty God,
devoutly kneeling.

Then shall this General Confession be made, by the
Priest (facing the altar) and all those who are minded
to receive the Holy Communion, all humbly kneeling
as able

CONFESSION

Almighty God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, Maker
of all things, Judge of all men; We acknowledge and
bewail our manifold sins and wickedness, which we,
from time to time, most grievously have committed, by
thought, word, and deed, against thy Divine Majesty,
provoking most justly thy wrath and indignation
against us. We do earnestly repent, and are heartily
sorry for these our misdoings; The remembrance of
them is grievous unto us; The burden of them is

intolerable. Have mercy upon us, have mercy upon us,
most merciful Father; For thy Son our Lord Jesus
Christ’s sake, forgive us all that is past; And grant that
we may ever hereafter Serve and please thee in
newness of life, to the honour and glory of thy Name;
Through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

ABSOLUTION

The people kneeling as able, then shall the Priest (the
Bishop if present) stand up, and turning to the People,
say

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of his
great mercy hath promised forgiveness of sins to
all those who with hearty repentance and true faith
turn unto him; Have mercy upon you; pardon and
deliver you from all your sins; confirm and
strengthen you in all goodness; and bring you to
everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Amen.

Then shall the Priest say

Hear what comfortable words our Saviour Christ
saith unto all who truly turn to him.

Come unto me, all ye that travail and are heavy
laden, and I will refresh you. St. Matthew 11: 28.

For God so loved the world, that he gave his only-
begotten Son, to the end that all that believe in him
should not perish, but have everlasting life. St.
John 3:16.

Hear also what Saint Paul saith.
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This is a true saying, and worthy of all to be
received, That Christ Jesus came into the world to
save sinners. I Timothy 1:15.

Hear also what Saint John saith.

If anyone sin, we have an Advocate with the
Father, Jesus Christ the righteous; and he is the
Propitiation for our sins. St. John 2:1-2.

Communion at St. John’s
All people, including children, seeking a deeper understanding of
God through Christ, are invited to receive Holy Communion.

Kneeling or standing at the altar rail, simply hold out both hands to
receive the bread. The chalice (cup) will come to you next. If drinking
from the chalice, help guide the chalice to your lips when it is
offered. Alternatively, you may hold the bread and dip (intinct) it in
the wine, being careful not to let the wine touch your fingers. You
may also cross your arms in front of your chest to receive a blessing
by the priest, instead of receiving the bread and/or the wine. Gluten
Free wafers are available — just ask the priest for one at the rail.

HOLY COMMUNION
After which the Priest shall proceed, saying
THE SURSUM CORDA (people standing as able)

Priest. The Lord be with you.
Answer. And with thy spirit.

Priest. Lift up your hearts.
Answer.  We lift them up unto the Lord.
Priest. Let us give thanks unto our Lord God.

Answer. It is meet and right so to do.

Then shall the Priest turn to the Holy Table, and say
(people standing as able)
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It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that
we should at all times, and in all places, give
thanks unto thee, O Lord, Holy Father, Almighty,
Everlasting God.

Through Jesus Christ our Lord; who for our sins
was lifted high upon the cross, that he might draw
the whole world to himself; who by his suffering
and death became the author of eternal salvation
for all who put their trust in him.

Therefore with Angels and Archangels, and with all
the company of heaven, we laud and magnify thy
glorious Name; evermore praising thee, and
saying,

SANCTUS S124
Priest and people standing as able
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The people kneeling as able. When the Priest, standing
before the Holy Table, hath so ordered the Bread and
Wine, that he may with the more readiness and
decency break the Bread before the People, and take
the Cup into his hands, he shall say the Prayer of
Consecration, as followeth
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All glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly
Father, for that thou, of thy tender mercy, didst
give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death
upon the Cross for our redemption; who made
there (by his one oblation of himself once offered)
a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and
satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and
did institute, and in his holy Gospel command us
to continue, a perpetual memory of that his
precious death and sacrifice, until his coming
again:

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took
Bread; and when he had given thanks, he brake it,
and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat, this
is my Body, which is given for you; Do this in
remembrance of me.

Likewise, after supper, he took the Cup; and when
he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying,
Drink ye all of this; for this is my Blood of the New
Testament, which is shed for you, and for many,
for the remission of sins; Do this, as oft as ye shall
drink it, in remembrance of me.

THE OBLATION

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according
to the institution of thy dearly beloved Son our
Saviour Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, do
celebrate and make here before thy Divine
Majesty, with these thy holy gifts, which we now
offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath
commanded us to make; having in remembrance
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his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty
resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering
unto thee most hearty thanks for the innumerable
benefits procured unto us by the same.

THE INVOCATION

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful
Father, to hear us; and, of thy almighty goodness,
vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and
Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of bread
and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy
Son our Saviour Jesus Christ's holy institution, in
remembrance of his death and passion, may be
partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness,
mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to
grant that, by the merits and death of thy Son
Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we,
and all thy whole Church, may obtain remission of
our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And
here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our
selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable,
holy, and living sacrifice unto thee; humbly
beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall
be partakers of this Holy Communion, may
worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood
of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with thy grace and
heavenly benediction, and made one body with
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him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him. And
although we are unworthy, through our manifold
sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice; yet we
beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and
service; not weighing our merits, but pardoning our
offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom,
and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all
honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty,
world without end.
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And now, as our Saviour Christ hath taught us, we
are bold to say,

THE LORD’S PRAYER
Priest and people

Our Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be thy
Name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, On earth
as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread.
And forgive us our trespasses, As we forgive those who
trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation,
But deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and
the power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen.

Then shall the Priest, kneeling down at the Lord's

Table, say [with the people], in the name of all those

who shall receive the Communion, this Prayer
following

PRAYER OF HUMBLE ACCESS
Priest and people

We do not presume to come to this thy Table, O
merciful Lord, trusting in our own righteousness, but
in thy manifold and great mercies. We are not worthy
so much as to gather up the crumbs under thy Table.
But thou art the same Lord, whose property is always
to have mercy: Grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to
eat the flesh of thy dear Son Jesus Christ, and to drink
his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by
his body, and our souls washed through his most
precious blood, and that we may evermore dwell in
him, and he in us. Amen.

AGNUS DEI S 161
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COMMUNION

The priest turns to the people and says

The gifts of God for the people of God.
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Then shall the Priest First receive the Holy
Communion in both kinds himself, and proceed to
deliver the same to the Bishops, Priests, and Deacons,
in like manner, (if any be present,) and, after that, to
the People also in order, into their hands, all devoutly

kneeling.

The people kneeling as able, then shall the Priest say
POST-COMMUNION PRAYER

Let us pray.

Almighty and everliving God, we most heartily thank
thee, for that thou dost vouchsafe to feed us who have
duly received these holy mysteries, with the spiritual
food of the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son
our Saviour Jesus Christ; and dost assure us thereby of
thy favour and goodness towards us; and that we are
very members incorporate in the mystical body of thy
Son, which is the blessed company of all faithful
people; and are also heirs through hope of thy
everlasting kingdom, by the merits of his most
precious death and passion. And we humbly beseech
thee, O heavenly Father, so to assist us with thy grace,
that we may continue in that holy fellowship, and do
all such good works as thou hast prepared for us to
walk in; through Jesus Christ our Lord, to whom, with
thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honour and glory,
world without end. Amen.
